For the third consecutive year, the Group was among the five best places to work in general,
according to the results a survey of graduates conducted by Cesop Communication, a human
resources consultancy. Among the top five, it ranked fourth, an improvement from the previous
year.

The network of international
universities with which it is collaborating is expanding: a partnership was recently begun with the
Technology University Sydney in Australia, while in France the Group took part in a prestigious
career forum in Paris organised by ESTP, one of the most important engineering schools in France.
